The word relic comes from a Latin word that means “remains.” 
These are the physical remains of a saint—a piece of bone, a 
drop of blood, or an object that belonged to him or her. It can 
even be a piece of clothing that he or she has worn. These 
precious relics are often kept in beautiful boxes called 
reliquaries. Some people like to pray before relics, remembering 
the saint and asking him or her to pray to God for them. 
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
